Confusion 2020, is the name of the
game this year. | do not remember
when | was more confused. Do you
feel the same? Since March of this
year, | feel like | have not received a
straight answer for anything.

Svria’s Secret Library

Daraya lies on the fringe of Damascus, just southwest of the Syrian capital. Yet for four years it lived in Q,f‘ %
another world. Besieged by government forces early in the Syrian Civil War, its people were deprived of
food, bombarded by heavy artillery, and under the constant fire of snipers. But deep beneath this scene of
